Actual Travel emissions: 82tCO2e

• Pre event: ~ 0.27 tCO2-eq

• Actual ~ 0.19 tCO2-eq by participant



Choose of location is crucial

Compared with previous events:

• Brussels 09: ~ 0.19 tCO2-eq by participant

• Cork 08: ~ 0.78 tCO2-eq by participant

• Brasov 07:  ~ 0.44 tCO2-eq by participant



~ 35 t CO2-eq saved



Learnings and next steps

• The choice of location is crucial

• Engagement all participants as from registration

• Mobility is the main driver

• If you need to fly, offset your emissions
• Prefer collective transportation: train, public transport, car pooling

• All other measures should be taken
